No. 3 Seed St. John’s Faces No. 2 Clemson On Friday At NCAA Myrtle
Beach Regional
» Having earned its third at-large NCAA Tournament bid in the last four seasons, St. John’s enters

this weekend’s Myrtle Beach Regional as the No. 3 seed and faces No. 2 Clemson on Friday at
Noon. Host and top-seeded Coastal Carolina takes on No. 4 Virginia Commonwealth at 4 p.m.
on Friday, with all of the weekend action being nationally televised by ESPNU.

St. John’s and Clemson (Atlantic Coast Conference) both earned at-large berths to the NCAA
Tournament, while Coastal Carolina (Big South) and VCU (Colonial Athletic Association) got
automatic bids after winning their respective conference tournaments. The Red Storm has his-
tory with all three schools, posting a 1-4 record vs. Clemson, a 2-3 record vs. Coastal Carolina
and a 6-5 record vs. VCU.

In 29 all-time NCAA appearances, St. John’s has posted a 56-53 record and made six appearances
in the College World Series. The Red Storm’s last NCAA Regional came in 2005 in Corvallis, Ore.,
when Craig Hansen and company split its four games and fell to Oregon State in the regional
finals. The Beavers were a year away from a College World Series title, winning it in 2006 while
a youthful Red Storm went on to post 40-19 overall record.

Last Time Out
» St. John’s won its opener against No. 8 seed Connecticut, 2-1, at the BIG EAST Championship in

Brooklyn, capturing the program’s third straight 40-win season. The Red Storm then fell, 2-0, to
No. 5 seed South Florida and 8-7 on a walkoff homer by Matt Untiet in a rematch with UConn.
Sophomore LHP Scott Barnes won his fourth straight start and sixth straight decisions with 7.2
innings and six strikeouts against the Huskies to help the Red Storm to its first win in a BIG EAST
opener in three seasons.

A Closer Look At The Probable Starting Lineup
» Catcher: Senior Brendan Monaghan has made 49 starts and is hitting .331 with a .418 on-base

percentage and a .368 batting average with runners in scoring position. A 2007 co-captain,
Monaghan was a first team All-BIG EAST selection behind the plate.

First Base: Chris Joachim has hit .325, stolen 12 bases and scored 40 runs over his last 42 games,
raising his batting average to its current .290 and moving him into second place on the team
with 50 runs scored. He has also stolen 15 bases and walked a team-high 31 times.

Second Base: Sam DeLuca has reached base in 56 of the team’s 57 games and leads the Red Storm
with a .424 on-base percentage. He has added 18 doubles, two home runs, 45 RBI, 22 walks and
just eight strikeouts in 219 at-bats and comes off a career-long 16-game hitting streak.

Third Base: Junior Gil Zayas has ranked among the BIG EAST leaders with a .363 average (7th),
21 doubles (3rd), 53 RBI (7th) and 115 total bases (10th) in 54 starts at the hot corner. Zayas has
driven in 44 runs over the last 39 games and recorded hits in 35 of his last 41.

Shortstop: Junior Jeff Grantham made a gutsy return to the Red Storm lineup at the BIG EAST
Championship, recovering from a concussion and playing all three games with a bandage cov-
ering stitches in his lip. Grantham is a .340 hitter and leads the team with four triples.

Left Field: Brian Kemp was one of the BIG EAST’s most dynamic hitters during league play, lead-
ing the conference with 46 hits and ranking second with 31 runs scored, fifth with a .383 bat-
ting average and sixth with nine stolen bases in 27 BIG EAST games.

Center Field: Chris Anninos has gotten all of his recent time in center field and has shown the
ability to play all three outfield positions. Anninos has hit .317 with five home runs, while walk-
ing 26 times, striking out 25 times and posting a .420 on-base percentage.

Right Field: Anthony Smith has heated up in the last two weeks, batting .350 with four doubles,
two home runs and 11 RBI over the last 11 games. A preseason All-BIG EAST selection, Smith has
hit 11 home runs, driven in 47 runs and racked up a team-high 120 total bases.

Designated Hitter: Ryan Mahoney leads the team and is tied for second in the BIG EAST with 13
home runs and has paced the Red Storm offense with 58 RBI. His season totals rank fifth on St.
John’s single-season home runs list and tied for fourth on the single-season RBI list.

Starting Pitchers: Sophomore LHP Scott Barnes (7-2, 3.08 ERA) is expected to take the mound
for the Red Storm’s tournament opener against the Tigers, while weekend starters RHP Jared
Yecker (7-4, 3.11) and LHP George Brown (6-2, 2.93) should make the team’s next two starts.
Freshman RHP Miguel Valcarcel (6-2, 3.60) and junior LHP Matt Tosoni (5-4, 3.71) are also can-
didates to make starts during the regional.

Connecticut. Lynchbroke a tie with Boston Red Sox first round draft choice Craig Hansen for the
second-most single-season saves in St. John's history. The sophomore trails only Hansen in both
single-season (14 - 2005) and career saves (26).

» UConn first baseman Matt Untiet broke a string of 35 consecutive St. John’s victories when lead-
ing after six innings with a walk-off solo home run in Thursday night’s elimination game. The
homer to left-center field was also the first given up by Lynch in 33 innings this season.

» In the Red Storm’s second round loss to No. 5 seed South Florida, St. John’s was shut out for just
the second time of the season.

Players Earn All-BIG EAST Honors

» For the second time in three seasons, head coach Ed Blankmeyer was recognized by his peers as
the 2007 BIG EAST Conference Coach of the Year, it was announced at the championship awards
banquet. Four Red Storm players - pitcher Scott Barnes, first baseman Ryan Mahoney, catcher
Brendan Monaghan and third baseman Gil Zayas - earned first team All-BIG EAST recognition,
and a school record eight received all-conference accolades.

P Seniors Chris Joachim and Sam DeLuca were second team All-BIG EAST selections, while fresh-
man Brian Kemp and junior pitcher George Brown were named to the third team.

Head coach Ed Blankmeyer is entering his
12th season at the helm of the St. John's
University baseball program. In 11-plus seasons
with the Red Storm, Blankmeyer has posted a
397-245-3 record, won BIG EAST regular season
and tournament championships and made four
NCAA Regional appearances.

St. John's has flourished every season under
the tutelage of Blankmeyer and his staff of
Mike Hampton and Scott Brown. Blankmeyer
has guided St. John's to three straight 40-win
seasons, six 30-win seasons and at least 29 wins
in 10 of his 12 seasons. He has been named BIG
EAST Coach of the Year three times, Northeast
Region Coach of the Year twice and seen 37 of
his players sign professional contracts.

Despite losing seven players to professional
baseball in 2005, the 2006 Red Storm won 40
games for the second season in a row and was
a victory away from the BIG EAST
Championship game. With new players in new
roles, including a group of underclassmen
pitchers that accounted for over 70 percent of
the team's innings, St. John's grew quickly and
finished among the top 10 nationally in both
team batting average and team earned run
average. Senior Will Vogl grew into one of the
most dynamic leadoff hitters in the country and
earned first team All-BIG EAST and third team
All-America honors.

Vogl (New York Mets) and co-captain pitcher
Rob Delaney (Minnesota) signed professional
contracts and made solid debuts for their
organizations, giving Blankmeyer and the Red
Storm nine signings in the last two seasons.

A record seven players signed in 2005, includ-
ing six selections in the Major League Baseball
amateur draft. Reliever Craig Hansen head-
lined that list by being selected with the 26th
overall pick by the Boston Red Sox. Anthony
Varvaro (12th round), Greg Thomson (15th), P.J.
Antoniato (15th), Joe Burke (18th), Anthony
Sullivan (19th) and Jim Wladyka (signed as free
agent) would follow, as Blankmeyer and St.
John's continued their history of strong repre-
sentation in professional baseball.

The group of players that moved to the next
level was the end result of a 2005 season that
was perhaps the most successful in school histo-
ry. The team broke a 27-year old school record
for wins in a single season, finishing 41-18 over-
all and 19-4 in BIG EAST play. The Red Storm
went on to capture the BIG EAST regular sea-
son title, and Blankmeyer went on to earn his
second straight Northeast Regional Coach of
the Year honor. After the record-setting regu-
lar season, St. John's went on to make the 29th
NCAA Tournament appearance in school histo-
ry and the third under Blankmeyer.

Blankmeyer has come a long way since tak-
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ing the helm of the St. John's program in 1996.
An associate head coach at Seton Hall
University for 14 seasons, he came to St. John's
after spending just over a year as Seton Hall's
Director of Admissions. Blankmeyer succeeded
longtime head coach Joe Russo, who retired in
1995, and immediately elevated St. John's to
one of the elite programs in the Northeast.

Blankmeyer's recruiting prowess has been
well documented, having coached over 80 play-
ers who went on to play professional baseball,
including eight first round draft picks - most
notably major leaguers Mo Vaughn (1995
American League MVP), Craig Biggio, Matt
Morris and John Valentin. Craig Hansen joined
that exclusive list in 2005 when he went from
the 26th overall selection in the amateur draft
to a member of the Boston Red Sox bullpen
months later.

In addition to his duties in the dugout,
Blankmeyer has also been heavily involved in
the management of collegiate baseball off the
field. Prior to the 2006 season, the 12th-year
head coach was appointed to the American
Baseball Coaches Association Editorial
Committee and then the President of the BIG
EAST Baseball Coaches Committee.

Blankmeyer is also known for being a great
judge of baseball talent and an exceptional
teacher of the game. That has continued at St.
John's, where 37 players have signed profes-
sional contracts since his arrival, thanks in no
small part to the effort Blankmeyer put forth
for his draft-eligible players.

An outstanding second baseman in his own
right, Blankmeyer played four seasons at Seton
Hall during his college days, hitting .320, with
152 hits and 66 stolen bases. He co-captained
the 1976 Pirate team that went on to play in
the NCAA Northeast Regional and was the
starting second baseman of both the 1974 and
1975 Seton Hall squads that played in the
College World Series. He was the Atlantic
Collegiate League Most Valuable Player in
1975.

Blankmeyer earned Academic All-America
honors during his tour at Seton Hall and grad-
uated in 1976. Following his graduation, he
was a 15th-round pick of the Baltimore Orioles.
He spent one season in the Orioles farm system
before beginning his coaching career. The ulti-
mate compliment came in 1986 when
Blankmeyer was honored by Seton Hall, receiv-
ing induction into the Pirate Hall of Fame.

This past summer, Blankmeyer added to this
Hall of Fame resume, being inducted into the
North Shore High School Hall of Fame.
