Red  Storm  Continues  Road  Swing  With  Tuesday  Game  At  No.  8  Rice  And
Weekend  Series  At  McNeese  State

The St. John’s baseball team continues its seven-game Spring Break trip this week, traveling to
Houston for a matchup with No. 8 Rice (11-6) on Tuesday and St. Charles, La., for a three-game
set against McNeese State (2-13). The Red Storm enters the second leg of its Spring Break trip
having won back-to-back games in explosive fashion, averaging 16.5 hits and 11.5 runs in vic-
tories over UC Santa Barbara and Lamar.

St. John’s is expected to pitch junior LHP George  Brown (0-1, 9.82 ERA) on Tuesday against the
Owls and the rotation of LHP Matt  Tosoni (0-2, 4.50 ERA), LHP Scott  Barnes (0-1, 4.91 ERA) and
sophomore RHP Jared  Yecker (0-2, 1.86 ERA) in the series with McNeese State. The trio has
pitched in that order the last two weekends, helping the Red Storm staff to a 4.33 ERA and 40
strikeouts in the last six games.

At the Lamar Classic over the weekend, senior Anthony Smith hit .462 with two doubles, two
home runs and nine RBI to help St. John’s snap a seven-game losing streak. The Red Storm went
for 16 hits in a 9-6 win over UC Santa Barbara and 17 hits in a 14-3 win over Lamar to get on
the winning track and improve to 2-7 on the season. 

Scouting  The  Owls
Perennial national power Rice returns to the confines of Reckling Park on Tuesday after drop-
ping two of three games at then-No. 9 Cal State Fullerton over the weekend. The Owls pitch-
ing staff has been dominant thus far, posting a 2.37 team ERA and 138 strikeouts in 151.2
innings. The team offense has been potent, hitting 15
home runs to its opponents’ five in 17 games, but has col-
lectively hit just .255 and struck out 129 times to 59
walks. Two-way threat Joe Savery has led the Owls with
a .290 average and four doubles, while 2006 freshman
All-American Aaron Luna has been the team’s main
power threat with team-leading totals of three home
runs, eight extra-base hits and 11 RBI.

Scouting  The  Cowboys
McNeese State has returned 18 players from its 2006
Southland Conference championship team, but has yet
to put it all together in 2007. The Cowboys played then-
No. 16 Alabama tough in a three-game weekend series,
but were swept by the Crimson Tide by scores of 6-4, 9-1
and 4-3 (10 innings). McNeese plays at No. 28 on Tuesday,
but enters the week with a 2-13 overall record. With four home runs, senior outfielder Charlie
Kingrey has been a source of power for an offense that has laid down 16 sacrifice bunts and
stolen 33 bases in 15 games. The pitching staff has combined for a 6.58 ERA and allowed 167
hits - 57 for extra bases - in 128.2 innings.

Smith  Named  To  BIG  EAST  Weekly  Honor  Roll  For  His  Work  At  The  Lamar
Classic

Senior outfielder/designated hitter Anthony  Smith was named to the BIG EAST Conference
Weekly Honor Roll on Monday for his efforts at the Lamar Classic over the weekend. Smith hit
.462 with two doubles, two home runs and nine RBI in three tournament games, including big
days in the Red Storm's two victories.

In St. John's 9-6 win over UC Santa Barbara on Saturday, Smith led the offense with three hits,
a home run and three RBI. The next day, the senior had a career day against host Lamar, dou-
bling twice, hitting his third home run of the year and setting a new career-high with six RBI.
In addition to his duties with the bat, Smith made his first start of the season in right field and
successfully handled all three of his defensive chances.

Rutgers outfielder Ryan Hill hit .636 with three home runs, six RBI, eight runs scored in a three-
game series against No. 22 Georgia Tech to capture BIG EAST Player of the Week honors.
Cincinnati sophomore was named the conference Pitcher of the Week after throwing a seven-
inning shutout in the Bearcats' 4-0 win over Dartmouth on Sunday.

DeLuca  Leads  Red  Storm  Offense,  Monaghan  Sees  Hit  Streak  End  At  16
Games  At  ECU  Invitational

Senior second baseman Sam DeLuca continued his hot start at the plate at the ECU Invitational,
leading the Red Storm with five hits, a .500 batting average and four RBI over the three-game
span. In the weekend finale versus Washington, the senior went 3-for-3 at the plate and
knocked in all three of the team’s runs. Freshman Brian Kemp had two hits, stole a base  and
scored runs on a single and sacrifice fly by DeLuca.

Catcher Brendan Monaghan extended his career-best hitting streak to 16 games with singles
versus East Carolina and Duke, but saw it snapped against Washington when he flied out as a
pinch hitter in the seventh inning. Defensively, Monaghan also threw out two base runners and
drew praise from ECU coaches for his ability to catch and throw.

Senior  Trio  Does  Damage  At  Midland  College  Classic
The combination of seniors Anthony Smith, Brendan Monaghan and Ryan Mahoney - a group
that hit consecutively in the lineup in Monaghan’s two starts - delivered in a big way during the
team’s opening weekend at the Midland College Classic. The trio hit two home runs and
accounted for 15 of the team’s 17 RBI to lead a Red Storm offense that averaged 5.7 runs per
game in the tournament.

Left-handers Smith, a preseason All-BIG EAST selection, and Mahoney, who made his debut at
first base, both doubled and hit home runs in three games. Monaghan collected five RBI in two
starts behind the plate and extended a team-long hitting streak to 14 games with a double vs.
Dallas Baptist on Saturday and three hits in Sunday’s tournament finale vs. Texas Tech.

Gutsie  Leads  Group  Of  Super  Sophs  On  The Mound,  Shuts  Down  Dallas
Baptist

Sophomore Justin Gutsie emerged as the team’s closer over the winter and flashed his dramat-
ic improvement in Saturday’s season opener vs. Dallas Baptist. After the Patriots scored nine
runs in the previous six innings, Gutsie shut them down with five scoreless innings and eight
strikeouts before leaving after the 13th inning.

Fellow sophs Scott Barnes and Jared Yecker made starts over the weekend, while Colin Lynch
pitched 1.2 innings out of the bullpen. As rookies in 2006, Barnes, Gutsie, Lynch, Yecker and
reliever Rich Armento combined for a 3.02 ERA and 154 strikeouts in 182.1 innings.

St. John's University has announced the renaming of the baseball program's home field, from
The Ballpark at St. John's to Jack Kaiser Stadium beginning in the 2007 season. The stadium's
namesake, Hall of Fame coach John W. "Jack" Kaiser, has been a part of the St. John's athletics
family for nearly 60 years.

"Jack Kaiser embodied the ideals of St. John's University as a key contributor to our athletic suc-
cess for many years," said Rev. Donald J. Harrington, President of St. John's University.  "It is fit-
ting that the stadium be named in his honor."

"Coach Kaiser has dedicated his life to St. John's University athletics," said Director of Athletics
Chris Monasch. "As a student-athlete, coach and athletic director there is no person who has
contributed more to the storied history of our athletics program, especially the baseball pro-
gram, than Coach Kaiser. The dedication of our baseball field to Jack is a most deserved honor."

Kaiser began his St. John's career as a baseball, basketball and soccer player in the late 1940's,
then as a coach from 1956-1973, the Director of Athletics from 1973-1995 and currently holds
the title of Athletic Director Emeritus. Throughout his career at St. John's, Kaiser has been one
of the baseball program's biggest supporters. He led teams to the College World Series as a
player in 1949 and a coach in 1960, 1966 and 1968, then went on to provide department-wide
leadership as the Director of Athletics for 23 years.

The  Blankmeyer  File

Head coach Ed  Blankmeyer is entering his
12th season at the helm of the St. John's
University baseball program. In 11 seasons with
the Red Storm, Blankmeyer has posted a 359-
235-3 record, won BIG EAST regular season and
tournament championships and made three
NCAA Regional appearances. 

St. John's has flourished every season under
the tutelage of Blankmeyer and his staff of
Mike Hampton and Scott Brown. Blankmeyer
has guided St. John's to back-to-back 40-win
seasons, five 30-win seasons and at least 29
wins in nine of his 11 seasons. He has been
named BIG EAST Coach of the Year twice,
Northeast Region Coach of the Year twice and
seen 37 of his players sign professional con-
tracts.

Despite losing seven players to professional
baseball in 2005, the 2006 Red Storm won 40
games for the second season in a row and was
a victory away from the BIG EAST
Championship game. With new players in new
roles, including a group of underclassmen
pitchers that accounted for over 70 percent of
the team's innings, St. John's grew quickly and
finished among the top 10 nationally in both
team batting average and team earned run
average. Senior Will Vogl grew into one of the
most dynamic leadoff hitters in the country and
earned first team All-BIG EAST and third team
All-America honors. 

Vogl (New York Mets) and co-captain pitcher
Rob Delaney (Minnesota) signed professional
contracts and made solid debuts for their
organizations, giving Blankmeyer and the Red
Storm nine signings in the last two seasons. 

A record seven players signed in 2005, includ-
ing six selections in the Major League Baseball
amateur draft. Reliever Craig Hansen head-
lined that list by being selected with the 26th
overall pick by the Boston Red Sox. Anthony
Varvaro (12th round), Greg Thomson (15th), P.J.
Antoniato (15th), Joe Burke (18th), Anthony
Sullivan (19th) and Jim Wladyka (signed as free
agent) would follow, as Blankmeyer and St.
John's continued their history of strong repre-
sentation in professional baseball.

The group of players that moved to the next
level was the end result of a 2005 season that
was perhaps the most successful in school histo-
ry. The team broke a 27-year old school record
for wins in a single season, finishing 41-18 over-
all and 19-4 in BIG EAST play. The Red Storm
went on to capture the BIG EAST regular sea-
son title, and Blankmeyer went on to earn his
second straight Northeast Regional Coach of
the Year honor. After the record-setting regu-
lar season, St. John's went on to make the 29th
NCAA Tournament appearance in school histo-
ry and the third under Blankmeyer. 

Blankmeyer has come a long way since tak-
ing the helm of the St. John's program in 1996.
An associate head coach at Seton Hall
University for 14 seasons, he came to St. John's
after spending just over a year as Seton Hall's
Director of Admissions. Blankmeyer succeeded
longtime head coach Joe Russo, who retired in
1995, and immediately elevated St. John's to
one of the elite programs in the Northeast. 

Blankmeyer's recruiting prowess has been
well documented, having coached over 80 play-
ers who went on to play professional baseball,
including eight first round draft picks - most
notably major leaguers Mo Vaughn (1995
American League MVP), Craig Biggio, Matt
Morris and John Valentin. Craig Hansen joined
that exclusive list in 2005 when he went from
the 26th overall selection in the amateur draft
to a member of the Boston Red Sox bullpen
months later.

In addition to his duties in the dugout,
Blankmeyer has also been heavily involved in
the management of collegiate baseball off the
field. Prior to the 2006 season, the 12th-year
head coach was appointed to the American
Baseball Coaches Association Editorial
Committee and then the President of the BIG
EAST Baseball Coaches Committee.

Blankmeyer is also known for being a great
judge of baseball talent and an exceptional
teacher of the game. That has continued at St.
John's, where 37 players have signed profes-
sional contracts since his arrival, thanks in no
small part to the effort Blankmeyer put forth
for his draft-eligible players.

An outstanding second baseman in his own
right, Blankmeyer played four seasons at Seton
Hall during his college days, hitting .320, with
152 hits and 66 stolen bases. He co-captained
the 1976 Pirate team that went on to play in
the NCAA Northeast Regional and was the
starting second baseman of both the 1974 and
1975 Seton Hall squads that played in the
College World Series. He was the Atlantic
Collegiate League Most Valuable Player in
1975. 

Blankmeyer earned Academic All-America
honors during his tour at Seton Hall and grad-
uated in 1976. Following his graduation, he
was a 15th-round pick of the Baltimore Orioles.
He spent one season in the Orioles farm system
before beginning his coaching career. The ulti-
mate compliment came in 1986 when
Blankmeyer was honored by Seton Hall, receiv-
ing induction into the Pirate Hall of Fame.

This past summer, Blankmeyer added to this
Hall of Fame resume, being inducted into the
North Shore High School Hall of Fame.
